Board Meeting April 14, 2010

The Lincoln County R-2 Board of Education met in regular session on Wednesday April 14, 2010 at 7:00 pm in the High School Library.  

Board members present were Jim Mayes, Alan Lagemann, Sean O’Brien, Jim Heitman and John Boedeker.  Others present were Superintendent Larry Flanagan, Anne Anthony, Elementary Principal Toni Wankel, Middle School Principal Kenny Youmans, High School Principal Errol Spratt and 9 visitors.

Anne Anthony swore in board member Alan Lagemann at this time.  

Jim Heitman moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to elect Jim Mayes as President.  MC 4-0-1 (Jim Mayes)

Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to elect Mark Rhoades as Vice President.  MC 5-0

Alan Lagemann moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to elect Mike Bange as Treasurer. MC 5-0

Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to appoint Anne Anthony as Secretary.  MC 5-0

President Jim Mayes called the meeting to order and recognized the visitors.  He allowed them this opportunity to speak before the board on any item not currently on the agenda.  
Mark Rhoades joined the meeting at this time.  Mrs. Taubig addressed the board in regards to lawn care work by her son.  Jim Heitman moved and Mark Rhoades seconded the motion to hire Brennan Taubig to do lawn care for the district.  MC 6-0

Item 12A was deleted on the agenda.

Alan Lagemann moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the March meeting.  MC 5-0-1 (Mark Rhoades abstain)
Alan Lagemann moved and Jim Heitman seconded the motion to approve bills in the amount of $155,098.83, payroll in the amount of $443,241.98 and a transfer to the teachers fund in the amount of $134,458.88 for a grand total of $732,799.69 be approved for payment.  MC 4-0-2 (Jim Mayes, Sean O’Brien abstain)

Mr. Flanagan reported an ending cash balance of $1,938,245.15.  He reported balances were $204,763.62 higher than a year ago, receipts were $495,766.23 higher and expenditures were $241,719.12 higher than a year ago.

Mr. Flanagan reported enrollment of 794 students and an ADA of 94.4%.  We are down 28 students from last year.

Mr. Flanagan read communication from Christine Heintzelman, the 2nd/3rd grade ALPinosaurs, the 4th/5th grade Equations teams and Judy Dew.

Mr. Flanagan reported that the gas tanks need to be moved, electric to the bus poles needs to be run and dusk to dawn lights need to be installed in the bus parking area. 
Mr. Flanagan also reported that work at the Vo-Ag building is complete.  Heartland Restoration completed the job $2500 under what was originally bid.  Warranty on the job began April 5 for 1 year.

Mr. Flanagan reported he had been in contact with Barry Sanderson of Firestone Roofing.  Kerberg roofing will be doing the work on the high school roof.  This project won’t cure everything because there still is a tuck pointing issue that needs to be addressed.
Mike Bange arrived at this time and was sworn in for his next term as board member.

Mrs. Wankel reported enrollment of 307 students.  She reported on the many activities in the elementary to finish the school year.

Mr. Youmans reported enrollment of 249 students and reported on upcoming activities.

Mr. Spratt reported enrollment of 238 students and reported on upcoming activities.  

Mr. Flanagan reported that 150-200 superintendents went to Jefferson City to meet with representatives on the impact of cutting money from only formula schools.  House representatives Witte and Schieffer had already changed their decision in the House but Senator Rupp couldn’t make a change, but vowed it would be done different next year.  The governor has since announced that education money would be cut equally amongst all school districts.  Senator Crowell is threatening to sue.  The cafeteria received an A in its most recent inspection.  

There being no further business to come before the board, Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of hiring, firing, discipline or promotion of employees pursuant to 610.02(3), discipline of students pursuant to 610.021(6) and potential litigation pursuant to 610.021(1).
