President Jim Mayes called the regular session to order and recognized the visitors.  He allowed them this time the opportunity to speak before the board on any item not currently on the agenda.  

No amendments to the agenda were necessary.

Jim Heitman moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the July Meeting with the amendments as follows:  vehicle that was bought was a Chevy Traverse, and the spelling of Rodney Dolbeare’s last name.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Mark Rhoades seconded the motion to approve bills as listed in the amount of $458,428.07 and payroll in the amount of $82,474.66 for a grand total of $540,902.73 be approved for payment.  MC 7-0

Beginning cash balances were $1,046,774.92 and ending cash balances were $1,330,113.82.  YTD Balances were $59,757.79 lower than a year ago, YTD Receipts were 68,750.29 higher with YTD Expenditures $21,354.44 lower than a year ago.

Mr. Flanagan read communication from Cheri Rountree.

Jim Russell from Septagon began the building report.  The punch list walk through will be August 27.  September 25 the stair treads will be installed.  
Rodney Dolbeare from Great Rivers Engineering was on hand to discuss some items with the board.  Mike Bange moved and Jim Heitman seconded the motion to proceed with the bus barn parking lot on the west side next to the creek.  MC 4-3
Jim Heitman moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve the 2009-2010 budget as presented to the board.  MC 7-0

Discussion began on a drainage issue with the school’s neighbor, Fred Figge.  With the paving of the middle school lot, more water is draining into his culvert.  Mr. Flanagan advised Mayor Carla Potts and Alderman Bob Copeland that he would look into this matter further.
Sean O’Brien moved and Mark Rhoades seconded the motion to approve the Health Insurance bids as presented.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and John Boedeker seconded the motion to keep lunch and breakfast prices the same as last year.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to award Kohl Wholesale the milk bid for the 2009-2010 school year.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to award Lewis Bakeries the bread bid for the 2009-2010 school year.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to award the exterminating bid to Mick’s.  MC 7-0

Mike Bange moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve the Early Childhood Special Education Handbook.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to approve the bus routes for the 2009-2010 school year.  MC 6-0-1 (Mark Rhoades)

Sean O’Brien moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to approve a request for easement contingent on the city maintaining the line up to the second manhole.  Motion withdrawn.

Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve bid lcr5 from Forrest Keeling Nursery in the amount of $4608.75 for trees for the bus barn.  MC 5-1-1
Jim Heitman moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve the contract for physical therapy service.  MC 7-0

Sean O’Brien moved and Jim Heitman seconded the motion to approve the faculty handbook.  MC 7-0

Errol Spratt reported an enrollment of 233 students.  He also handed out to each board member an article from the Missouri State Fair magazine about the FFA Farm.  Numbers are up in softball but down in football and soccer.
Mr. Youmans reported an enrollment of 261 students.  Magazine fundraiser will begin August 26.

Mrs. Wankel reported a beginning enrollment of 321 students.  PTO Fundraiser will begin August 21.  Open house will be September 8 from 5-7.  The book fair will be from Sept 14 – Sept 18.

Mr. Flanagan had nothing to report.

There being no further business to come before the board, Alan Lagemann moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of hiring, firing, discipline or promotion of employees pursuant to 610.02(3), discipline of students pursuant to 610.021(6) and potential litigation pursuant to 610.021(1).
