Board Meeting February 10, 2010
The Lincoln County R-2 Board of Education met in regular session on Wednesday February 10, 2010 at 7 pm in the High School Library.  Board members present were Jim Mayes, Alan Lagemann, Sean O’Brien, Mark Rhoades, Jim Heitman, Mike Bange, and John Boedeker.  Others present were Superintendent Larry Flanagan, Anne Anthony, Elementary Principal Toni Wankel, High School Principal Errol Spratt, Middle School Principal Kenny Youmans and 6 visitors. 

President Jim Mayes called the meeting to order and recognized the visitors.  He allowed them this opportunity to speak before the board on any topic not currently on the agenda.

The agenda was amended to add Item C Community Opportunities to New Business.

John Boedeker moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to approve the January board meeting minutes as presented.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve bills as presented in the amount of $184,267.23, payroll in the amount of $444,443.01 and a transfer to the teachers fund in the amount of $176,995.75 for a grand total of $805,705.99 be approved for payment.  MC 7-0

Mr. Flanagan reported a 3% decrease in the foundation formula so far this year.  He also reported a beginning cash balance of $593,493.98 and an ending cash balance of $2,114,004.25.  YTD balances were $123,523.79 lower than a year ago, YTD receipts were $107,371.50 higher and YTD expenditures were $46,695.47 higher than last year.

Enrollment is down 27 students from last year.  This will have an impact on funding for next year.

Mr. Flanagan read communication from the family of Alan Riefle, the family of Rose Remmert, Steve Creech and the Leon Creech family, and Carol Davis.

Mr. Flanagan reported on the vo-ag building project.  March 1st is the tentative start date, depending on weather.

The weather is also holding up the delivery of rock for the road to the bus barn.

Mr. Flanagan reported that Scott Kimble, an attorney from Mickes, Goldman, is in contact with Firestone regarding the high school roof issues.  

Mr. Flanagan reported that the District recently received 2 checks from the Estate of Ellen Barnes.  The district received a check to set up a scholarship in her name as well as money for modern equipment and technology.  He called both local banks for interest rates to put the scholarship check into a CD.  People’s Bank gave us a 1 year rate of 2.21% and Providence gave us a rate of 2.20%.  
Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to set up a scholarship committee consisting of the Superintendent, High School Principal, High School Guidance Counselor, the Board President and one other member.  MC 7-0

Mr. Flanagan reported that the District has been awarded a grant from the Missouri State Libraries for a summer reading program between the District and the Palmer Library.

Susan Mudd from Community Opportunities spoke to the board on a statewide campaign to develop disability awareness with the Clean Up Your Language campaign.  She will be bringing flyers for the buildings to display for this campaign.

Mr. Spratt reported an enrollment of 242 students and an ADA of 93.59%.  He also reported on the following upcoming activities:  FASFA night, FFA Week, and EMO Conference meets in Speech and Academic team.

Mr. Youmans reported an enrollment of 247 students and an ADA of 96.94%.  MS Basketball season is over.  He also reported National History Day in Elsberry will be February 16.  

Mrs. Wankel reported an enrollment of 313 students and an ADA of 94.99%.  The end of the third quarter is March 5.  The 2nd and 3rd grade ALP students will be going to a competition at Washington University on March 9.  

Mr. Flanagan reported that snow make-up days will be held February 15 and May 21, 2010.

There being no further business to come before the board, Sean O’Brien moved and Mark Rhoades seconded the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of hiring, firing, discipline or promotion of employees pursuant to 610.02(3), discipline of students pursuant to 610.021(6) and potential litigation pursuant to 610.021(1).  MC 7-0
