Board Meeting January 13, 2010
The Lincoln County R-2 School District met in regular session on Wednesday January 13, 2010 at 7:00 pm in the High School Library.  Board members present were Jim Mayes, Alan Lagemann, Sean O’Brien, Mark Rhoades, Jim Heitman, Mike Bange and John Boedeker.  Others present were Superintendent Larry Flanagan, Anne Anthony, Toni Wankel, Errol Spratt, Cyril Heintzelman and 3 visitors.  

President Jim Mayes called the meeting to order and recognize the visitors.  He allowed them this time the opportunity to speak to the board on any item not currently on the agenda.

The agenda was amended to add Item B to New Business, Copy Machine Agreement.

John Boedeker moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the December Meeting as presented.  MC 6-0-1 (Mark Rhoades abstain)

Alan Lagemann moved and Jim Heitman seconded the motion to approve bills in the amount of $128,978.49, payroll in the amount of $439,631.54 and a transfer to the teachers fund in the amount of $125,317.13 be approved for payment.  MC 6-0-1 (John Boedeker abstain)
Mr. Flanagan reported a beginning cash balance of $857,481.48 and an ending cash balance of $593,493.09.  YTD Balances are $358,264.95 lower than a year ago.  YTD Receipts are $24,074.55 lower than a year ago and YTD Expenditures are $241,220.46.  
Enrollment was down to 800 students which is down from 827 last year.  ADA is only down 8 due to better attendance.

Mr. Flanagan read a communication from Dawn Bazzell.

Mr. Flanagan reported that the Backflow Inspection still needs to be done at the bus barn.  He also reported that he has spoken with Chuck Daniels from KRJ and Jay Herring from Heartland Restoration regarding work on the vo-ag building.
The board reviewed the elevator maintenance agreement.

Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to approve the copy machine agreement from DNT.  MC 7-0

Mr. Flanagan reported that the 2 incumbents, Alan Lagemann and Mike Bange, are the only ones signed up for the election so far.

Mrs. Wankel reported enrollment of 315 students and an ADA of 95.4%.  

Mr. Heintzelman reported an enrollment of 248 students and an ADA of 96.7%.  Mr. Cleveland received an $800 grant from Target stores to pay for the 5th grade field trip to the Arch in March.

Mr. Spratt reported an enrollment of 238 students and an ADA of 95.05%.  

Mr. Flanagan reported that revenues at the state level continue to be down.  We will be looking at a minimum of $300,000 reduction in state aid next year. 

There being no further business to come before the board, Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of hiring, firing, discipline or promotion of employees pursuant to 610.02(3), discipline of students pursuant to 610.021(6) and potential litigation pursuant to 610.021(1).
