Board Meeting Mach 11, 2010
The Lincoln County Board of Education met in regular session March 11, 2010 at 7:00 pm in the High School Library.  Board members present were Jim Mayes, Alan Lagemann, Sean O’Brien, Jim Heitman, Mike Bange and John Boedeker.  Others present were Superintendent Larry Flanagan, Anne Anthony, Elementary Principal Toni Wankel, High School Principal Errol Spratt, Middle School Principal Kenny Youmans, and 10 visitors.

President Jim Mayes called the meeting to order and recognized the visitors.  He allowed them the opportunity to speak before the board on any item not currently on the agenda.  

No amendments to the agenda were necessary.

Mike Bange moved and John Boedeker seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the February meeting.  MC 6-0

Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to approve bills in the amount of $121,899.95, payroll in the amount of $441,216.83 and a transfer to the teachers fund in the amount of $172,814.54 for a grand total of $735,931.32 be approved for payment.  MC 6-0

Mr. Flanagan reported a beginning cash balance of $2,114,004.25 and an ending cash balance of $1,967,557.80.  YTD Balances were $294,501.93 higher than a year ago, YTD Receipts were $560,478.03 higher and YTD Expenditures were $249,695.59 higher than a year ago.  He also noted the Balances and Receipts were higher because of the $272,000 we received for the Ellen Barnes Memorials.

Mr. Flanagan reported enrollment of 805 students with an ADA of 762.7.  It appears we will be running approximately 20 students less in the formula calculation next year.  

Mr. Flanagan read communication from Karin Busiere, the Edward O’Brien family, and the Alice Creason family.

Michael Lyss and Chuck Daniels from KRJ were on hand to discuss the vo-ag project.  Jim Heitman moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to accept the bid from Heartland Restoration to make the necessary repairs not to exceed $8,826.83.
Mr. Flanagan reported that we have a credit with Mid-Rivers Asphalt left over from the glassphalt project.  This is going to be used for some rock for the bus barn.
Alan Lagemann moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to approve the 2010-2011 calendar as presented.  MC 6-0

Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to set a special board meeting for Tuesday March 16 at 6:30 for High School Principal Interviews.  MC 6-0

Mr. Flanagan reported that we are still planning on having summer school.  We won’t know for sure until May 14th when the legislature finishes its session.  

Kenna Heitman had two students make brief presentations to the board.  These students are a part of her Independent Research Class and they will present to the JSEHS symposium.
Brandy Huber and Shanna Lonsberry also made video presentations to the board on videos their students made.  

Mrs. Wankel reported an enrollment of 316 students.  Kindergarten registration will be held March 15 -1 7 with screenings being held March 22-23.  Spring break will be March 29-April 2.  MAP testing in 3rd & 4th grades will be April 13-15 and April 20-22.

Mr. Youmans reported an enrollment of 251 students.  DARE graduation was held Tuesday, March 9.  5th grade ALP students went to Washington University on March 12 for a Math Equations competition.  Friday, April 23, Mr. Cleveland’s class will be going to Jefferson City to be recognized for their Earth Day video that was submitted.

Mr. Spratt reported an enrollment of 241 students.  He also reported on the many high school activities currently underway.

There being no further business to come before the board, Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of hiring, firing, discipline or promotion of employees pursuant to 610.02(3), discipline of students pursuant to 610.021(6) and potential litigation pursuant to 610.021(1).
