Board Meeting September 9, 2009
The Lincoln County R-2 Board of Education met in regular session on Wednesday September 9, 2009 at 7:00 pm in the High School Library.  Board members present were Jim Mayes, Alan Lagemann, Sean O’Brien, Mark Rhoades, Jim Heitman, Mike Bange & John Boedeker.  Others present were Larry Flanagan, Anne Anthony, Toni Wankel, Errol Spratt, Cyril Heintzelman, Kenny Youmans and 5 visitors.

President Jim Mayes called the meeting to order and recognized the visitors.  He allowed them this time the opportunity to speak before the board.  

No amendments to the agenda were needed.

Alan Lagemann moved and Mark Rhoades seconded the motion to change the date from August 9 to August 12 on executive session notes and approve the minutes as presented.  MC 7-0

Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to approve bills as presented in the amount of $397,283.99 and total payroll in the amount of $456,129.61 for a grand total of $853,413.60.  MC 7-0

Mr. Flanagan reported YTD balances $201,737.93 lower than a year ago, YTD receipts $78,062.22 higher than a year ago and YTD expenses $104,694.36 higher than a year ago.  Ending cash balance was $1,443,772.04.

There was no communication to report.

Tom Howard, representing Septagon, gave a final building report.  They also discussed the cracks in the Vo-Ag building.  KRJ is sending out a structural engineer to look at this.

The bus barn is about 70% complete.  Billy Collins Construction hopes to be done by October 1.  The land disturbance permit has been accepted.  Jim Heitman moved and Sean O’Brien seconded the motion to contact 3 local companies for trackhoe bids.  MC 7-0
Jim Heitman moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to accept the proposal from CSD/CBIZ for the 403(b) Co-operative beginning January 1, 2010.  MC 7-0

Alan Lagemann moved and Mike Bange seconded the motion to approve the District Testing Plan as presented.  MC 7-0

Elementary Principal Toni Wankel reported an enrollment of 321 students to start the year.  There will be a W.A.T.C.H.D.O.G.S. meeting on September 10.  The book fair will run from September 14 – 18.  

Mr. Spratt reported an enrollment of 239 students.  He reported on upcoming high school activities.  He reported on the preliminary ACT report that 23 of 32 students tested scored at or above the national average.  

Kenny Youmans reported an enrollment of 253 students.  Magazine sales are underway.  Fall Festival will be October 3.

Mr. Flanagan reported that Commissioner Nicastro has asked for input at where the state can cut.  There will be a shortfall again due to the economic situation.  

There being no further business to come before the board, Sean O’Brien moved and Alan Lagemann seconded the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of hiring, firing, discipline or promotion of employees pursuant to 610.02(3), discipline of students pursuant to 610.021(6) and potential litigation pursuant to 610.021(1).
